New South Wales Christmas Bush 
The NSW Christmas Bush is known for its distinctive transformation 
around Christmas time - the small white flowers that bloom around 
October are followed by bright red leaf-like layers which wrap the 
budding flower bloom around December. This transformation brings 
colour and contrast to the domestic streetscapes. The white flowers 
attract bees and native butterflies. This tree type generally develops 
into a a large shrub. It benefits from a light pruning after flowering to 
ensure the tree will be full  and flower well in the next season.
