Inspiring artwork
takes centre stage

Not only does PHIVE boast a modern design and bold facade
by an internationally acclaimed French architect, it will also
showcase three unique artworks by artists with strong links to
our City. Commissioned by City of Parramatta Council, these
pieces are inspired by the diversity in our local environment
and community. They highlight the identity and creativity of
people who call Parramatta home.

Ripple Effect by Pakistani-Australian artist Abdullah M.I. Syed
is a giant reflective sculpture that draws inspiration from the
Parramatta River. Visitors to PHIVE will be greeted in the main
foyer by the suspended mirror and glass sculpture.

Light moves through the artwork and creates a kaleidoscope
of complex patterns, colours and reflections. The ‘ripple
effect’ of the artwork describes the movement created by a
water droplet falling into a river.

Council has also commissioned two moving image works
that will appear on a large 8-metre wide smart screen on the
ground floor of PHIVE. Artist Kristone Capistrano’s piece,

101 Graham Street, will share life stories of local migrant
families with an emphasis on humanity, warmth and
resilience. In addition, Kalanjay Dhir's Habit will feature
approximately 50 animated plant-inspired avatars
programmed to reflect the environment and seasonal shifts.

PHIVE will be more than a community hub - it will celebrate
our thriving arts and cultural identity and place creativity on
centre stage.

Upgrades in your area

Rosehill
Rydalmere Park Masterplan Stage 2

Rydalmere Park Masterplan Stage 2 is under construction and is
due for completion in September 2022. The upgrade will provide
two natural turf football fields with drainage and irrigation,
upgraded lighting, seating, picnic tables, three-lane cricket
practice nets, a new cricket pitch, accessible paths, bubblers
and bins, and improvements to the South Street and Park Road
car parks.

Council harvested seeds from the original trees along South Street
Rydalmere in 2020 when construction began, and these will be
planted at the northern end of Rydalmere Park, along Victoria Road.

Council is also improving the water efficiency of Rydalmere Park
through the installation of a 520-kilolitre stormwater reuse system
and Water Sensitive Urban Designed (WSUD) rain gardens in the
South Street car park.

Park (SOPA vision).

Good and Bridge Street
upgrades

Good and Bridge Streets in Granville are currently
getting an $8.5 million uplift as part of the NSW
Government's Parramatta Road Urban Amenity
Improvement Program. Upgrades to Good Street include
wider footpaths that will allow for outdoor dining, one-
way south bound traffic to improve pedestrian safety,
and ‘smart’ poles with misting machines that release

a fine, cooling mist on hot days, and temperature-,
pollution- and rainfall-tracking sensors. There will be
festoon lighting to create ambiance while you're dining
at night and new, heritage-style furniture to celebrate
the history of the streets.

Works are expected to be complete in August 2022.

As part of the NSW Government's
Greening Our City program, City of
Parramatta will be planting more
than 2,600 new trees along our streets
between April and July 2022. It's all
part our effort to bring down the
temperature in our neighbourhoods,
improve air quality, and making our

streets and parks healthier and happier
places for everyone to enjoy.

How can you help? Once the new
trees are planted, they will be cared
for by Council for 12 months while
they establish. We're looking for tree
champions who can let us know if a
tree in their neighbourhood needs
some extra attention.

We'll also ask our tree champions

to do a formal check-in of the trees
allocated to them every three months
and send us a picture of each tree.

When you send in your first tree
report, we'll send you a $50 gift card
as a thank you for helping us to keep
our trees growing strong.

Wild at heart

Our native wildlife has moved in
and they're loving their new homes!

Council began a nest box program

in 2007 that aims to provide an
additional resource for hollow-using
native wildlife in a landscape scarce of
tree hollows. Recent monitoring of 520
nest boxes revealed that 20 per cent of
the boxes showed signs of occupation
from a wide range of wild creatures,
including parrots, possums and bats.

While the monitoring effort provides
only a small glimpse into the use of
boxes, it has shown that they assist in
providing nesting and denning habitat

for several hollow-using wildlife and
help to sustain our hollow-using fauna
community.

You can also help by installing a nest
box or two in your garden and provide
additional refuge to our local wildlife.

City of Parramatta's electricity supply
will soon be 100 per cent powered

by renewable energy following a
landmark deal with ZEN Energy.

Led by Southern Sydney Regional
Organisation of Councils (SSROC) and
signed by 25 councils, the agreement
helps Parramatta achieve another

4%\ CITY OF
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important goal in our Environmental
Sustainability Strategy. Worth
approximately $180 million, the
renewable electricity supply agreement
begins in July 2022 and will deliver
more than 214 gigawatt hours of
electricity per year.

Parramatta's renewable energy will
be sourced from large solar farms at
Moree, Hillston and Nevertire in NSW,
and will power council facilities and
streetlights. Council will soon achieve
its goal of reducing carbon emissions
and becoming carbon neutral.

Across the Parramatta area,
FloodSmart now monitors 10 areas at risk of flooding, with new warning

areas established for Clay Cliff Creek, Vineyards Creek, and Subiaco and

Ponds Creek.
